General Expected Conduct

Parents & Players

Always Be Respectful

· For the sake of the coaching staff, the other volunteers, and the program as a whole, please remember to conduct yourselves respectfully towards all others at all times.
 

Coaches and Volunteers

· Please keep in mind that the coaches, the managers, and all involved volunteers are just that, volunteers and parents like yourselves.  So be kind and polite to them throughout the season.

Be Positive

· Keep any negative thoughts to yourself regardless of whether they concern the players, coaches, or parents from either our teams or the opposing teams.

· Please only cheer in a positive and encouraging manner.

Be Prompt

· Please keep in mind that the coaches all have families too.

· Be on time.  We will try to begin and end practices on time.  Please do not make the coaches either wait for your son to begin practice or wait for your son to be picked up afterwards.  
· Make sure your son is fully dressed, on time, and ready to play when he shows up to practices and games.

· A player is not on time if he is still arriving at the field or is still not fully dressed when the whistle blows to start practice.  
· It is recommended that players show up to practice 10-15 minutes early and not later than 5 minutes before practice begins, so that the kids can use the restroom, help set up, check equipment, and get to know their teammates.

Coach’s Discretion

· Please respect the decision of the coaches regarding position assignments, defenses, offenses, play calling, practice techniques, playing time, etc.  The coaches will have been there every day and will have fully assessed what works best for the team in all respects.
Playing Time

· There is a rule that requires that each player must play a certain number of plays each game, which is commonly referred to as the Minimum Play Requirement (MPR) or Play Allotment Rule (PAR).  All players get to play at least 8 plays each game.  This is a good rule and we observe it strictly.  After your son has played the required minimum number of plays, your son may or may not play more than the minimum required amount -- it is completely at the coaches’ discretion.  Many factors go into that decision.  Please defer to the coaches' discretion on this issue.  Keep in mind that we there may be 30-35 players for only 22 positions and relatively short games.

Complaints

· If your child has a concern or complaint, please encourage your child to first discuss the issue with the coaches directly before coming to you.  

· If you have a concern or complaint, please address your coach directly and privately.
