*CMC VOLUNTEER POLICY

2009
Central Marin Chargers (CMC) is a volunteer organization.  Each family is required to volunteer a minimum of 8 hours or 4 complete games per season per registered participant in order to fulfill their volunteer requirement.  A value of $25/hour or $50/game has been assigned to each volunteer position.  If a family does not complete their volunteer hours or games during the regular season, CMC may deduct the dollar equivalent of volunteer hours not fulfilled from the participant’s volunteer deposit secured at registration.
Volunteer Opportunities for HOME Games
(see schedule on the web site)

MPR Trackers (2) – One each for the away team and for our home team.  They keep track of how many downs each player on each team plays to ensure that all players play at least the minimum required number of plays.  This is a critical part of the program and requires attention to detail throughout the game.
Announcer (1) – Announces the game.

Clock (1) – Keeps track of time and may run the scoreboard.  (Experience Preferred.)

Half-Time Snack (1) – Brings a snack for the team – usually some sliced fruit or a nutrition bar and a drink for each of the 35 players.

Merchandise (2) – Sets up 45 minutes prior to the game and/or works the merchandise table.  Keep in mind that your player will have to be at the games approximately 2 hours before game time, so you will likely already be there anyway.

Security (1) – Checks credentials to make sure only those volunteers and coaches with badges are on the field.

Weigh Master (1) [must be the same 2 or 3 people all season] – They weigh in each boy on both teams approximately 90 minutes prior to games.  You must complete the paperwork in connection with these positions.

Videographer (1)  - Takes video of the game from near the announcers booth, and, if possible processes the film onto CD for the coaches to review.

Photographer (1 or 2) – If any of you are photo buffs, please consider taking on this task, which would entail taking candid and action photos of the boys throughout the season, managing the digital images, and assisting with the photo album at the end of the season.
Volunteer Opportunities for AWAY Games
(see schedule on the web site)

MPR Trackers (2) – One each for the away team and for our home team.  They keep track of how many downs each player on each team plays to ensure that all players play at least the minimum required number of plays.  This is a critical part of the program and requires attention to detail throughout the game.

Spotter (1) – Spots the location of the ball from the announcers booth.

Clock (1) – Keeps track of time and may run the scoreboard.  (Experience Preferred.)

Chain Gang (4) – They keep track of yardage and downs with the chain markers and the down marker while standing on the sideline of the field.  This is among the most popular positions, so we usually only let each family get this position once or twice per season.  So, you will also need to sign up for other positions besides this one.
Half-Time Snack (1) – Brings a snack for the team – usually some sliced fruit or a nutrition bar and a drink for each of the 35 players.

Weigh Masters (1) [must be the same 2 or 3 people all season] – They weigh in each boy on both teams approximately 90 minutes prior to games.  You must complete the paperwork in connection with these positions.

Videographer (1)  - Takes video of the game from near the announcers booth, and, if possible processes the film onto CD for the coaches to review.

Photographer (1 or 2) – If any of you are photo buffs, please consider taking on this task, which would entail taking candid and action photos of the boys throughout the season, managing the digital images, and assisting with the photo album at the end of the season.
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
